Lake Michigan is just minutes away from Shorewood. A stop at Atwater Park & Beach overlooking 
Lake Michigan is fun for all ages. The new and improved park is great for children, and the beach 
is a view of its own! 

Also at the beautiful Atwater Park is some must see sculpted artwork. A sculpture titled, Spillover II 
faces Lake Michigan which was sculpted by one of the world’s most respected artists, Jaume 
Plensa. It sits 8 feet tall and is made from stainless steel letters. This sculpture brings mystery to 
Shorewood, as the cost is confidential and the donor is anonymous.
